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Is a childrenôs ministry an important ministry.  If yes, should you be serving in this ministry?  Here are 6 reasons (Anthony 

Kummer) why you should serve in Childrenôs Ministry. 

1. Children are important to God.  I donôt know about you, but I want to serve in ways that matter most to 

God.  There is no question about Godôs attitude toward children.  The Bible tells us that kids are a blessing 

from God.  While Jesus was on earth, he made a point to welcome children. He even talked about punishment 

for anyone who would abuse a child.  Make no mistake, kids matter to God.  If Godôs priorities matter to you, 

then maybe you should serve in Childrenôs Ministry. 

2. Serving in Childrenôs Ministry multiplies your efforts long-term.  There are few ministry opportunities 

that allow you to impact the future is such a direct way.  When you love and teach kids this Sunday you are 

also influencing generations to come.  These children will one day become parents and church leaders them-

selves.  If you want to change the world long-term, then you should serve in Childrenôs Ministry. 

3. Reaching children should be a top priority for the church.  Itôs been proven that most people who come to 

Christ do so when they are young.  The childhood years are the years of greatest opportunity for the Gospel.  

Unfortunately, many churches donôt make the most of what God has given them.  If you want to see people 

come to Christ, then you should serve in Childrenôs Ministry. 

4. Serving children will build humility into your character.  Too often, those who work hard in the church 

nursery or Sunday school are not given credit for their serviced.  ñOut of sight out of mind,ò is the way most 

churches operate.  While this can be discouraging, I think itôs a blessing in disguise.  Like so many other acts 

of service done quietly, the rewards come in heaven.  But in the here-and-now, I am glad for a humble place to 

serve. 

5. Serving kids will make you a more patient person.  Childrenôs Ministry is unpredictable and even the best 

plans can be torpedoed by a disruptive child.  This is another blessing in disguise; working with kids will teach 

you patience.  Where else can you gain this excellent fruit of the Spirit in as little as one hour each week? 

6. The #1 qualification is love.  As a young Christian, I discovered that many avenues of church service were 

beyond my abilities.  You may never sing a solo or preach a sermon in church, but God wants you to find a 

place of ministry.  Serving in the Childrenôs Ministry is open to almost all Christians.  If you love God and his 

children, then there are many different ways for you to help. 

I hope you are asking yourselves what opportunities to serve are there at North Anderson Baptist Church in the Childrenôs  

Ministry.  We can always use workers in the nursery, vacation Bible school, Sunday school teachers and helpers, RA leader  

or helper, GA leader or helper, Childrenôs Church helpers, or maybe just serving on the Childrenôs Ministry team.

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The "Annie" of the Offering 

Each year, we honor the life and work of Annie Walker Arm-

strong (1850-1938) when we give to the annual offering for 

North American missions named after her. As a tireless servant 

of God and a contagious advocate and supporter of mission 

efforts throughout the world, Annie Armstrong led women to 

unite in mission endeavors that ultimately led to the formation 

of Woman's Missionary Union, for which she served as the first 

corresponding secretary. 

Annie believed in Christ with all her heart, but it was her hands 

that expressed that belief in tangible ways. She spent a great 

amount of time typing and handwriting letters in support of 

missions. Many of these letters were quite lengthy and all were 

filled with conviction that more could and should be done in 

our mission efforts.  In 1893 alone, she wrote almost 18,000 

letters! Annie also never hesitated to use her hands to reach out 

to hug a child or distribute food and clothing and the Word of 

God to those in need. Her hands held her own Bible as she stud-

ied to know how best to share Godôs love with others. And, 

most important, Annie was a woman of prayer, folding her 

hands in prayer to intercede for the missionaries and for those 

they were helping discover Christ. 

Annie rallied churches to give more, pray more, and do more 

for reaching people for Christ. As we continue to unite to make 

her vision a reality in North America today, we can be confi-

dent that her legacy will also be ours.
